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• Budgeting is a dynamic process based on different stages of relevance:

- Formulation and Approval 
- Monitoring of physical and financial execution
- Annual closing (accountability)

• Gender budgeting involves identifying public funds that are applied to policies 
that reduce equity gaps at all stages of the budget.

• The concept of transparency is the rule throughout the process, with a high 
level of public exposure.
